§240.1170 (4) & 240.1170 (12): Observed waste transportation vehicle leaking (see picture 1). All waste spillage 
(liquid and solid) must be contained or cleaned up immediately.

§240.1170 (8): Observed putrscible waste not being removed from transfer station at least every twenty-four hours. 
Facility staff explained waste placed in trucks (approximately 3) was not being moved to landfill by end of day. Waste 
being stored in large transport vehicles (see picture 1). 
 
§240.1170 (5): Observed areas containing waste not cleaned regularly. Area where trucks load trash has excessive 
grime and build-up.
